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Spring brings the season of birth for most birds.

There are two types of hatchlings...precocial and altrical.

e Precocial birds are born with their eyes opened and covered with down. They are
able to follow their parents as soon as they are born. Examples of precocial birds are
ducks, geese and quail.

e Altricial birds are born blind (eyes closed), naked and helpless. They are com-
pletely dependent on their parents to bring them food and protect them. Examples of al-
tricial birds are cardinals, blue jays and wrens.

There are three stages of an altricial bird's development.....

e Nestlings stay in the nest. Their eyes begin to open during this stag and they have
down feathers.

e Branchers begin moving around; they start coming out of the nest and onto branch.
They are developing pin feathers. Their eyes are open.

e Fledglings are fully feathered, except for the tail, which is short. They are usually
hopping around on the ground, but still not self-feeding. They often leave the nest be-
fore they are able to fly.

If you find a nestling, try to place it back in its nest. Most birds do not have the sense of smell.
The parents will not reject it. If you can reach the nest, you may put the nestling back in its
nest. A substitute nest can be made out of a margarine tub, with holes poked in bottom in case
of rain, or a strawberry basket. Put in grass or pine straw on the bottom. Place the makeshift
nest as close to where the original nest is or was, if it was destroyed. If you cannot reach
where the nest was, place it in a lower branch or bush. Make sure nest is secure. You must ob-
serve for at least an hour to make sure the parents find the nest with the baby. Parents fly in
very quickly to feed the nestling or fledgling and fly off again to feed other babies. You must
watch continuously.

Parent birds with more than one baby can, sometimes, temporarily, lose track of a fledgling.
Observe fledgling from a distance. Make sure the bird is truly orphaned. The parents may be
off getting food. Fledglings rely on their parents to feed them, find food, recognize their ene-
mies and survive in their surrounding. Often a new fledgling is testing it's wings and is some-
times mistaken for an orphan. Take the time to stop, look and listen and you might see or hear
the parents nearby.

If, after an hour of continuous watching and no parent comes back, or, if you determine that
the nestling or fledgling is indeed orphaned then call Operation Wild Life Survival (O.W.L.
S.) or Goose Creek Wildlife. (385-8792)
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Native birds are very delicate. They are protected by federal law. They can only be in the pos-
session of a licensed wildlife rehabilitator.

If you find an injured or orphaned bird keep it quiet and confined. Put it in a box with a lid,
punch holes on sides or top, put in grass, leaves, tissues ( something soft) on the bottom. DO
NOT FEED OR GIVE WATER to the bird - you may do more damage. Take it immediately
to your local rehabilitator (as mentioned on previous page or below).

Spring is an extremely dangerous time for fledglings. Domestic and feral cats kill thousands
of birds annually. Keep your cat confined at all times, especially during the spring and sum-
mer. If this is not possible, supervise your pet when they are outside. Put them on a leash or
use a "cow" bell on your cat. It alerts the birds and, if big enough, will slow down your cat.

Your safety is most important. If you cannot hold the injured or orphaned bird safely and se-
curely in the palm of your hand, use a towel or call O.W.L.S. or Goose Creek Wildlife; espe-
cially if you are dealing with a large bird such as a hawk, owl or vulture. A small beak will
peck a little, birds of prey or large birds with strong beaks and sharp talons can do damage and
hurt you if not handled properly.

For the safety and well being of the animal, young children should not handle wildlife. In a
captive situation birds stress very easily and can expire. Teach young children to respect wild-
life and understand that improper handling can be dangerous to them and the animal.
