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About Whooping Cranes & Their Recovery - The whooping crane is an endan-
gered species. There are three wild populations of whooping cranes in North America:

- One population winters in the coastal Texas marshes and summers at Wood Buffalo Na-
tional Park in Canada. It is the remnant of the wild population.

- A population has been re-introduced in Florida. This population does not migrate.

- The Whooping Crane Eastern Partnership (WCEP) re-introduced a population that sum-
mers in Wisconsin and migrates to the southeastern U.S. for the winter.

What to do if You See Whooping Cranes - Should you be fortunate enough to encoun-
ter these birds, use extreme caution in observing the cranes and do not attempt to approach
them. Each exposure lessens the whooping cranes’ natural fear of humans, which is an impor-
tant survival mechanism. Feeding the whooping cranes can result in the birds becoming de-
pendent on humans as a source of food. Both would negate the many long hours biologists,
veterinarians, pilots and volunteers endured hot costumes and silence while raising and caring
for these whooping cranes over the past year. You should contact your local Department of
Natural Resources office to report your sighting or go to www.fws.gov/midwest/
whoopingcrane/sightings/sightingform.cfm. Whooping cranes are reclusive birds by nature and
tend to shy away from humans. As the population of this reintroduced flock increases gradu-
ally, over the next few years, it is expected that sightings of these rare cranes will become more
common; especially in the areas of their summer and winter homes, as well as in the flyway
during migration. Until the whooping crane migratory flock becomes well established, inter-
ested citizens can best show their support by respecting the delicate balance in which this flock
must survive and getting their updates through websites.

Everyday Actions We Can Take to Conserve the Living Diversity of Our
World

Water plants and lawns in the evening - Outdoor water use accounts for half of the total

amount of water consumed in the summer months. Wise use of water not only protects the en-
vironment, but provides for optimum growing conditions. Avoid losing water to mid-day heat
evaporation by watering in the evening. Buy plants native to your area that require less water.

Reduce household pollutants - Avoid buying toxic household products. Look for the "no
phosphate" label on household cleaning products. Or use vegetable-based cleaning products
and biodegradable detergents.

Properly dispose of household hazardous chemicals - do not dump hazardous chemicals,
like paint supplies, lawn-care, or cleaning products down the drain. Follow disposal instruc-
tions.

Conserve Energy - use energy-efficient lighting and appliances to reduce the use of fossil fu-
els. Seek alternatives to driving: use mass transit, ride your bike, or walk.
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Conserve Water at Home - turn off the faucet while you brush your teeth, wash your face,
and shave, and conserve more than 20 gallons of water. Take quick showers. Store drinking
water in the refrigerator rather than running the tap for cold water. Avoid using running water
to defrost foods; refrigerate them overnight. Install low-flush toilets, faucets, and shower
heads.

Thoughtful Consumer Choices - Making small changes in what we eat and buy is a sim-
ple way we can protect our living world.

Buy produce that is in season and/or grown locally - this reduces transportation and energy
costs. Out-of-season produce requires intensive resources to grow and is shipped long dis-
tances. Often this produce comes from countries with less stringent pesticide regulations than
the U.S. Avoid eating species that are over harvested - do not eat swordfish and other spe-
cies that are over fished. Buy products with minimal packaging - Buy foods in bulk to re-
duce the amount of packaging. Avoid individually wrapped items. Eat more fruits and vege-
tables- eating more fruits and vegetables ensures a high-fiber, low cholesterol diet that is better
for you and the environment. Meat production uses huge amounts of land, water, and energy
which results in extensives air and water pollution. Choose paper or plastic, but not both -
the best choice is a reusable cloth bag. Reusing a bag five times displaces the pollution caused
by the manufacture of one disposable bag. If this is not possible opt for paper bags made from
recycled paper. Choose white or clear plastic bags over red, orange, or yellow plas-

tic. Compost Prevent waste - think twice before accepting a bag for a small purchase. Re-
place paper napkins and towels with cloth. Buy paper products made from 100% post con-
sumer fiber. Reuse plastic cups, plates, and utensils. Did you know that Nearly 50% of U.S.
endangered animals and one-quarter of endangered plants live in or rely on wetlands?
