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George Weymouth is a wildlife artist specializing in sculptures and painting.   
 
In 1970 he became an ornithological guide at Sanibel Island's Ding Darling National Wildlife 
Refuge.   He also conducted tours to Corkscrew Swamp Sanctuary, Dry Tortugas and the Ever-
glades National Park.  His final tour was with Roger Tory Peterson!   He's also worked at zoos, 
the Museum of Florida History and the Florida Department of Natural Resources.  Mr. Wey-
mouth remained in this area for some 15 years before moving to Wakulla County, Florida. 
 
For the past 18 years his art has been inspired by wildlife close to his Sopchoppy home. He 
also writes a weekly column called "Wakulla Wildlife" in The Wakulla News.  
 
Back in 2003, George found himself giving a group of bikers some insight into the local area 
through an event held by the Florida Bicycle Association.

 In April of 2006, George was dubbed as George “of the Jungle” Weymouth and conducted 
tours during the Wakulla Wildlife Festival.  People were asked to “join noted naturalist and 
field guide George Weymouth and explore local habitats to see some of the best spring migrant 
and resident birds, reptiles, amphibians, strange insects and mammals all within the County”.

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Tate's Hell Comes Alive in George Weymouth's Art  July 30, 2008 2:35 PM By Lois

In a metal storage shed on the Florida Fish and Wildlife compound off Airport Road in Carra-
belle, George Weymouth is adding the final brushstrokes to his latest masterpiece, a mural de-
picting the plants and wildlife of Tate's Hell State Forest, the place where he works and which 
he loves dearly. 
 
David Morris, past director of the Tate's Hell forestry office, asked Weymouth to begin the 8' x 
12' mural just over a year ago. It was originally intended as an ornament for the water tower at 
the forestry office but as the painting took shape and Weymouth added more and more exqui-
site detail, it was decided the piece should be hung indoors and where it could be viewed close 
up. When the painting is complete, it will be hung at the Doyle Conner Forestry Building in 
Tallahassee. 
 
Weymouth uses special ultra-violet light resistant acrylic paints and is painting on sign ply-
wood. 
 
"I started working at the top of the board and worked my way down. They had to lift me up on 
a forklift to paint the clouds and treetops," Weymouth said. "I have a week left to complete the 
turtles and another two weeks to complete the plants and the turkeys and I'll be done." 
 
When he is sketching the landscape, Weymouth uses real plants he collects in the swamp for 
reference. Butt he draws the animals and their tracks from memory. An interesting detail of the 
work is numerous footprints crossing a muddy area near the turtle pond. Each set of tracks is 
carefully drawn to tell a story that an experienced tracker can read. 
"See here, the turkey walked to the edge of the creek and it jumped across and landed here," 
Weymouth explained. 
 
His attention to detail is extraordinary. The painting includes careful depictions of spatterdock 
water plants, several species of pitcher plant, red cockaded woodpeckers, gators and bears, 
each anatomically correct and lifelike. 
 
"It took me a week to paint the pine needles and two weeks to fill in the grass," he said, and the 
delicate brushwork attests to his claim. 
 
Before working in Tate's Hell, Weymouth, both a naturalist and artist, worked at zoos in Miami 
and Naples, at the Museum of Florida History and at Wakulla Springs State Park. In addition to 
painting, he carves sculptures of birds.
